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ABSTRACT

Public-private partnerships (PPPs) have become an important strategy in sustainable urban development
in Indonesia, especially amidst limited local government resources and challenges posed by rapid
urbanization. While the private sector has great potential to provide financing and innovation, the success
of PPPs depends largely on effective coordination between the public and private sectors. The dynamics of
this relationship often face complex challenges, including equitable management of risks and benefits. This
study aims to explore the factors that influence the success of PPPs in the context of sustainable urban
development in Indonesia. This study uses a qualitative approach, with data obtained from various relevant
previous studies and research. The collected data are systematically processed to find new patterns and
insights related to PPPs. The results of this study indicate that strengthening the institutional capacity of
local governments and increasing transparency and accountability are key to the success of PPPs. Private
sector involvement not only provides financial resources but also brings significant innovation and
efficiency. Inclusive collaboration, involving local communities and stakeholders, has proven to be essential
to ensure the relevance and sustainability of PPP projects. In addition, supportive and adaptive policies to
local conditions are needed to create a conducive environment for these partnerships. With the adoption
of a comprehensive strategy, PPP can be an effective tool to achieve sustainable urban development goals
in Indonesia.
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INTRODUCTION

Sustainable urban development has
become a major agenda in public policy in
many countries, including Indonesia, along
with rapid urbanization. Cities in Indonesia
face complex challenges in maintaining a
balance  between economic growth,
environmental conservation, and social
welfare. Uncontrolled wurbanization has
caused various problems, such as
environmental degradation, traffic
congestion, and widening social disparities.

On the other hand, the private sector
has the financial and technical resources
needed to support the development of such
infrastructure but is often hampered by
bureaucracy and regulatory uncertainty in
making investments (Desdiani et al., 2022).
Public-private partnerships (PPPs) have
emerged as one solution that can bridge the
gap between urban development needs and
the limited resources available to the
government. Through this partnership, the
government and the private sector can work
together to design, finance, build, and
operate the infrastructure and public
services needed by urban communities.
PPPs offer the potential to optimize the use
of existing resources, increase efficiency, and
accelerate the realization of important
projects that support sustainable
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development (Almarri & Boussabaine,
2023).

However, the implementation of PPPs in
Indonesia has not always run smoothly.
Various obstacles, such as a lack of trust
between the public and private sectors,
differences in goals and interests, and a
regulatory framework that is not yet fully
supportive, often become stumbling blocks
in  realizing  effective  partnerships.
Nevertheless, several cities in Indonesia
have successfully utilized PPPs to support
their urban development. The experiences of
these cities offer valuable lessons that can be
used to improve PPP practices in the future
(Rohman, 2022).

As a country with rapid urbanization,
Indonesia requires an innovative approach
to its urban development. PPPs provide an
opportunity to combine the strengths of the
government and the private sector in
realizing a vision of sustainable
development. With huge economic potential
and increasingly complex urban challenges,
Indonesian cities can serve as laboratories to
explore effective and locally relevant PPP
models. Lessons learned from PPP
implementation in Indonesian cities will not
only be wuseful for national policy
development but can also make important
contributions to global discussions on
public-private partnerships and sustainable
urban development (Hossin et al., 2024).

Despite the many potentials, the
implementation of PPPs also requires the
readiness of government institutions to
adapt to the dynamics of cross-sectoral
cooperation. Experience in several cities in
Indonesia shows that the success of PPPs is
highly dependent on factors such as strong
leadership, transparency of the process, and
the existence of supportive regulations. In
addition, community participation and
involvement of local stakeholders in every
stage of the PPP are also key to success, as
this can increase accountability and ensure
that the projects implemented are truly by
the needs and aspirations of the community
(Arslan et al., 2021).

At the same time, there are concerns that
PPPs can lead to the privatization of
essential public services, which in turn can
reduce accessibility for disadvantaged
groups in society. Therefore, local

governments need to design PPPs carefully,
ensuring that the balance between economic
efficiency and social equity is maintained. By
learning from the lessons from these cities,
we can better understand how PPPs can be
optimized to support broader sustainable
development goals in Indonesia and other
developing countries.

LITERATURE REVIEW
Public-Private Partnership (PPP)

Public-private partnership (PPP) is
motivated by the government's awareness of
its limitations in providing public services
and overcoming social problems. In addition,
with the concept of good governance, it is
hoped that the role of community and
private actors will be maximized in assisting
development efforts carried out by the
government, and with this PPP it is hoped
that it can act as a facilitator (Esposito &
Dicorato, 2020). The definition of Public-
Private Partnership according to the World
Bank states that the government is no longer
the sole actor responsible for public
problems so privatization is needed as an
alternative to reforming its governance this
government-private partnership is
considered a strategy to involves the private
sector (Whiteside, 2020).

Public Private Partnership (PPP) is a
form of long-term agreement (usually more
than 20 years) between the government,
both central and regional, with private
partners. Through this agreement, the
expertise of both parties (government and
private) collaborate in providing services to
the community. In carrying out this
cooperation, the potential risks and benefits
of providing services or facilities are
divided/shared between the government
and the private sector (Cheng et al., 2021).
Grimsey and Lewis describe PPP as an
agreement where the public sector enters
into a long-term contractual agreement with
a private sector entity for the development
or management of the public sector or the
provision of public sector services. The
definition includes and implies the main
characteristics of PPPs, namely that the
agreement between the public agency and
the private partner must be a legally binding
contract, the contract must be long-term, the
PPP usually provides services in the
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infrastructure sector, or the PPP may
provide other services or services that are
seen as the responsibility of the public sector
(Batra, 2023).

Meanwhile, according to Ismowati,
Public Private Partnership is one type of
Privatization that is interpreted as an
arrangement where the government
requires capital incentives, the need for
infrastructure with a long-term service life,
and a combination of financing for the
construction of desired facilities between
the government and the private sector (most
of the costs are usually financed by the
private sector) (Rhama & Setiawan, 2020).
Partnerships between the government and
the private sector cannot only be interpreted
as an effort to privatize, according to Aque
PPP is not handing over the identity of the
government, beliefs, and values of each
partner and merging them into one. The
government and private companies have a
specific contract and have been regulated by
duties and obligations that must be obeyed.

In the implementation of Public Private
Partnership there are several stages in the
implementation of the agreement that have
been mentioned by the Coordinating
Ministry for Economic Affairs, some of these
stages include:

1. Project Selection

Project selection aims to attract private

partners and maximize public benefits,

by considering government policies and
objectives, as well as limited resources
and the readiness of the project to be

worked on (Jayasena et al.,, 2022).
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2. Public Consultation
Public consultation is used to obtain the
necessary advice regarding the design of
a particular project from parties outside
the government (Glyptis et al., 2020).

3. Feasibility Study
feasibility study is conducted to fulfill the
stages in government and private
cooperation, this can determine the
amount of government support needed
(Chileshe et al., 2022).

4. Risk Review
Risk review is used to identify various
risks in a project and things that can
reduce the risk of a project being
implemented and the proposed transfer
of risk (Le et al,, 2022).

5. Form of Cooperation
Cooperation between the private
government can be implemented in
various forms of agreements including
BOT (Build, Operate, Transfer), BOO
(Build, Own, Operate), BROT (Build,
Rent, Operate, Transfer), KSO (Joint
Operation), joint ventures (Akhtar et al.,
2023).

6. Government Support
Government support is carried out to
know the potential financial viability of a
project (Bertoldi et al., 2021).

7. Procurement
The tender procurement process is
carried out in stages, Project
preparation, Pre-Qualification, Tender
and Evaluation, Negotiation, and
Contract making (Alshamrani et al,
2023).

8. Implementation
The project implementation period is
carried out from when a project is signed
until the end of the project, for example
when the assets are returned to the
government or when the project is re-
tendered, these stages consist of
establishing a Business Entity, obtaining
funding, construction, commissioning,
operation and maintenance (Mansilla &
Vassallo, 2020).

9. Supervision
The purpose of monitoring the Public
Private Partnership project is, to ensure
that project operations are following
regulations, ensuring that the work
agreement is following the results of

implementation, especially as required
for tariff adjustments, Various problems,
and changes that may arise (Amovi¢ et
al,, 2020).

METHOD

This research will be conducted using a
qualitative approach to deeply understand
the dynamics of public-private partnerships
in the context of sustainable urban
development in Indonesia. Through this
approach, research data will be obtained
from various credible sources, including
research results and previous studies that
are still relevant to the content of the
research. The use of a qualitative approach
allows researchers to explore the complexity
of the relationship between the public and
private sectors, identify the challenges faced,
and analyze strategies that can maximize the
success of this partnership. By collecting and
processing data carefully, this research aims
to find significant findings that can
contribute to the development of PPP
policies and practices in Indonesia. After the
research data has been successfully
collected, the data will be immediately
processed through an in-depth analysis
aimed at finding relevant patterns and
providing new insights into the dynamics of
PPP. The results of this analysis are expected
to provide a comprehensive picture of the
factors that influence the success of PPP, as
well as practical recommendations that can
be implemented by local governments and
the private sector to increase the
effectiveness and sustainability of PPP
projects in the future.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION

Clear, consistent, and supportive policies
and regulations are essential to creating a
conducive environment for private sector
involvement. The government needs to
formulate policies that not only encourage
private sector participation but also provide
legal certainty and protection against risks
that may arise during project
implementation. Supportive policies must
also include incentives for the private sector,
such as tax breaks, ease of licensing, and
access to financing. In addition, existing
regulations need to be adjusted to local
conditions and community needs, so that
PPP projects can be implemented more
flexibly and adaptively. In Indonesia, where
regional conditions vary greatly, supportive
policies need to be designed with specific
local contexts in mind. The government must
also ensure that existing regulations do not
stifle innovation, but instead, provide space
for the private sector to develop creative and
innovative solutions that can accelerate
sustainable urban development.

Strategies to maximize the success of
PPPs in Indonesia must be holistic and
comprehensive, including strengthening
local government capacity, increasing
transparency and accountability, inclusive
approaches to planning, and developing
supportive policies. By adopting these
strategies, public-private partnerships can
be an effective tool to advance urban
development in Indonesia, ensuring that
projects initiated are not only financially
successful but also provide sustainable
benefits to the wider community. Through
close collaboration and good coordination
between the government, private sector, and
communities, PPPs can become a key pillar
in sustainable and inclusive urban
development in Indonesia.

CONCLUSION

Public-private partnerships (PPPs) have
great potential to drive sustainable urban
development in Indonesia. However, the

success of these partnerships depends
heavily on several factors, including
strengthening the institutional capacity of
local governments, increasing transparency
and accountability, and adopting an
inclusive approach to project planning and
implementation. The involvement of the
private sector, with its financial and
innovative capabilities, is also a crucial
element that can fill the gaps that cannot be
fully addressed by the government.
However, challenges such as the complexity
of the relationship between the public and
private sectors, as well as the management
of risks and benefits, remain major concerns
that need to be carefully managed. To
maximize the success of PPPs, a holistic and
comprehensive strategy is needed, including
the development of policies that are
supportive and adaptive to local conditions.
The government needs to play a proactive
role in creating an environment conducive to
collaboration between the public and private
sectors, and ensuring that PPP projects are
carried out following national and local
development priorities. With the right
approach and effective coordination
between all stakeholders, PPPs can be one of
the main solutions to addressing urban
development challenges in Indonesia, while
ensuring that the benefits can be felt evenly
by all levels of society.
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
